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Severe Weather Is Coming -- Are You Ready?

The National Weather Service in Taunton, in conjiamc with
state emergency management agencies, proclaimedetieof 12
May Severe Weather Preparedness Week. This i9a tijoe to
review your severe weather emergency plans at lyonore, at the
office, at hospitals, day care centers, placesarghip, etc.

Squall Line Storms Produce Downburst Winds and Siooally
a Tornado

The squall line is the most common producer of seweeather in
New England. A squall line is an organized linghafnderstorms,
with gusty winds on the leading edge, followed kainrand
occasionally hail. When stronger winds in the upgenosphere
work down to the ground, a portion of the line jatgt. This
signature is easily detected on radar and is tersmméow echo.
Straight line winds can exceed the severe thresbbl®8 mph,
and are termed downbursts.

Less frequently, but still worthy of mention, todues can form
on the leading edge of a squall line. They fornewkhe sudden
rush of wind causing the bowing induces circulagiom both the
north and south side of the bow axes - termed hubkertices.

Another place that weak tornadoes form is at thexag the bow
on the leading edge of the storm, before any ratus. Oddly
enough, these weak tornadoes tend to form neagrihend and
then develop upward, as opposed to stronger toesadih well-
developed rotation aloft that works down to theugieh

The National Weather Service issues severe thuimiers
warnings for expected wind gusts of 58 mph or moreyail 0.75
inch in diameter or larger. Also, tornado warnigs issued if a
tornado is likely to occur from a particular seveterm.

Large Hail Does Occur

Hail forms in a thunderstorm and as it begins tbdiad melt, the

strong updraft blows it back up into the storm.rdfreezes and
gets larger. This process repeats until it getgel@&nough to fall
through the updraft and reach the ground. Thues,sthe of the

hail is directly related to the strength of the gftl Hail that is

0.5 inches in diameter, just shy of the Nationalatkier Service
severe threshold of 0.75 inches, is associated withupdraft

strength of 37 mph. Compare this with hail thaichees 3.0 inches
in diameter. Hail that size is associated withpdraft - straight

upward through the storm - of 100 mph. Any stotmattcan

produce golf ball size hail or larger, has a wefjamized updraft
and may be capable of producing a tornado.

Are You Prepared For a Tornado? Is Your Town Prega

Here in New England, is your town prepared? If Netional
Weather Service issues a tornado warning, immediation
should be taken to protect life and property. Bdoes are less
frequent and we tend to think they cannot happer.h&ut on
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average, three tornadoes strike somewhere in SoutNew
England each year. Their radar signatures arasiptominent in
New England, so a lead time of only a few minutésvarning
before the tornado strikes is common. This makevén more
important to have a plan and to be able to actkyuic

First, you should be able to receive the warnidggreat way is
via NOAA weather radio, which can be purchased frpoor

favorite electronics outlet. It has an alarm featwhich can wake
you up at 0300 if that is when a tornado or sevboaderstorm
warning is issued.

Here are some safety rules. If you are in a bujidiyou should
move to the basement - underneath the staircdseo Hasement,
seek shelter in a small interior room or hallway tbe lowest
floor. Stay away from windows and exterior dootg. schools,
avoid the cafeteria, gymnasium, or auditorium bseaof the
wide-span roofs that can collapse. You shouldaart interior
hallway, outside the classrooms.

Abandon mobile homes or cars immediately. If nardy
structure is nearby, go to a ditch and take théeptive position
on your elbows and knees with your hands coverimgr yhead.
Do not seek shelter under an overpass.

River and Small Stream Flooding and Flash Flooding

Flood and flash flood events can occur anytimehef year in
southern New England. Weather systems ranging faotate
summer hurricane to wintertime noreasters can nge amounts
of rainfall in a short period of time.

Flash flooding refers to flooding which follows Wiih a few hours
of excessive rainfall. Flash flooding can also elep due to a
dam failure or ice jam. The inundation occurs dgpiand
requires immediate action to protect life and prope

Flooding refers to the inundation of normally drgas associated
with heavy rainfall over a longer period of timeFlooding
develops as a result of increased water levelsgatorers and
streams, or from ponding of water at or near thatgat which the
rain fell. Many of the widespread flood events daxccurred
during the late winter and spring. The combinatbheavy rains
and melting snows results in a dramatic increaserioff into the
river channels.

Summertime thunderstorms have caused considerdbkh f
flooding. One must never ignore the threat of apraaching
hurricane or tropical storm. New Englanders temdassociate
hurricanes with widespread coastal damage dueetsttrm surge
or inland damage from high winds. In fact, nedubif of the
tropical systems that have impacted New Englanthénpast 100
years have produced significant river and smadlastr flooding.

Few places experience the variety of weather systanoughout
the year as in southern New England. Your undedstg of the
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threat and your state of readiness is what wilesawr life in the
midst of a flood or flash flood event.

Downburst Winds From Severe Thunderstorms Can Be=iFol

While not as notorious, or perhaps as spectacolaithess as a
tornado, straight-line winds are responsible fostribunderstorm
wind damage, especially across southern New England

A downburst is a strong and relatively small ardarapidly
descending air beneath a thunderstorm. It caritfesm stronger
jet stream winds being transported downward tcstiféace. Or it
can result as air within the downburst is cooleghigicantly as
rain evaporates in initially drier air. This codhus dense, air
sinks rapidly to the surface. A downburst is difgtiated from a
common thunderstorm downdraft because the wingsoitiuces
have the potential to cause damage on or neartumd. Surface
damage patterns have shown that whether the wiedstraight or
a little bit curved, they tend to spread out oredge considerably
as they reach the surface. Conversely, damagerpsttesulting
from a tornado generally converge toward a narremtral track.
Intense downbursts can be phenomenal.

Speeds have been clocked as high as 175 mph Stowngpursts
will definitely cause roaring sounds and people rogéign refer to

a sound like a freight train - terms typically adated with

tornadoes. Although downbursts are not tornadbey,can cause
damage equivalent to that of a small to mediumadon After all,

wind is wind.

Downbursts are classified as either macroburstmiorobursts,
depending on the area extent of the damaging wivaths The
damage of a macroburst extends horizontally foremban 2.5
miles. A microburst is a small downburst withdsmaging winds
extending 2.5 miles or less. The small horizostalle and short
time span of a microburst makes it particularly drdpus to
aviation.

The National Weather Service issues severe thuimiers
warnings for thunderstorms that are expected tdysre damaging
wind gusts of 58 mph or greater, or hail that i850inches or
greater in diameter.

1.5 kHz lower than the channel center frequenciRRA suggests
restricting transmitted audio bandwidth to 200 Hztle low end
and 2800 Hz on the high end for a total bandwidti2.6 kHz.
